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Resumen

Introduccion. Los psicofarmacos representan una alter-
nativa para el manejo terapéutico de trastornos menta-
les en ninos y adolescentes pero no estan exentos de
eventos adversos. El objetivo de este trabajo fue deter-
minar la prevalencia de trastornos psiquiatricos y su
manejo farmacolégico en ninos y adolescentes del ser-
vicio de Psiquiatria Infantil del Hospital General de Du-
rango-SSA.

Métodos. Se revisaron retrospectivamente las historias
clinicas y se realizé la historia farmacolégica, a partir
de los expedientes clinicos, de 111 pacientes en eda-
des comprendidas entre 2 y 17 afios, bajo tratamiento
durante un ano calendario.

Background. Psychoactive drugs represent an alterna-
tive for the management of mental disorders during in-
fancy and adolescence, which are not exempt from ad-
verse events. We undertook this study to determine the
prevalence of psychiatric disorders and their pharma-
cological management in children and adolescents who
attend the Child Psychiatry Service of the General Hos-
pital of Durango, México.

Methods. Clinical and pharmacological histories of
111 patients from 2 to 17 years of age under treat-
ment for 1 year in the Service of Infantile Psychia-
try of the General Hospital of Durango (SSA) were
reviewed.
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
